Wilkins Summer

Intern Project

Blighted and vacant housing is a prob

lem for many suburban regions across the

county. This problem has only been made

worse by the recent housing market

downturn. This summer the Township, with

the help of the Local Government

Academy, hired resident Joe O'Connor to

address vacant and blighted housing within

the Township.
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Joe's work involved the development of a

Geographic Information System (GIS) to

track housing vacancy. Data collected as

part of this research study was also used to

examine long-term trends in housing devel

opment and subsequent vacancy. The out

come of this study will help Wilkins

prioritize efforts at the remediation of

housing blight.

In July, we took our squad vehicle to Emmanuel Lutheran

Our new rescue vehicle's chasis is ready; we are now waiting

for the box. The new rescue will be compliant with current

national standards. It is scheduled for delivery in October.
