The Reorganization Meeting of  Tuesday, January 3, 2006 was brought to order at 7:00 
PM by President William G. Wilson.  A quorum was present as follows:

Father John W. Skirtich of St. Maurice’s gave the invocation. 
 
Francis Colonello led in the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
Justin Martinelli sang the National Anthem. 
 
Judge Anthony Mariani (Court of Common Pleas) administered the Oath of Office to 
newly elected Commissioners:  William Wilson and Frank Greco; newly  elected Tax 
Collector/Treasurer, George M. Porado; and newly appointed Civil Service Board 
members:  Michael Berger, Joe Henry, Paul Messineo, Gerry Meyer and Dora 
Packowski. 
 
(6-01) MOVED MARTINELLI-PADULA to appoint Frank Greco as President of the 

Board.  The motion was adopted by unanimous roll call vote. 
 
(6-02) MOVED WILSON-FIALLA to appoint Sylvia Martinelli as Vice-President of the 

Board.  The motion was adopted by  unanimous roll call vote.

(6-03) MOVED FIALLA-WILSON  to appoint the law firm of Dodaro, Cambest and 

Associates/Gary Matta as Solicitor for the Township.  The motion was adopted by 
unanimous roll call vote. 

 
(6-04) MOVED WILSON-FIALLA to appoint Senate Engineering/Bill McKeever as 

Engineer for the Township.  The motion was adopted by unanimous roll call vote. 
 
(6-05) MOVED MARTINELLI-PADULA to appoint N. Leonard Hill as Fire Marshal.  

Te motion was adopted by unanimous roll call vote. 
 
(6-06) MOVED PADULA-FIALLA to appoint Paul Romanelli (Station #1), Nick 

Slobodnyak (Station #3) and Bill McElheny (Station #4) as Deputy Fire Marshals.  
The motion was adopted by unanimous roll call vote. 

 
(6-07) MOVED  MARTINELLI-WILSON to designate PNC Bank and Pennsylvania 

Local Government Investment Trust (PLGIT) as the Bank Depositories for the 
Township.  The motion was adopted by a 4 to 1 vote with Mr. Padula abstaining. 

 
(6-08) MOVED PADULA-FIALLA to designate the Woodland Hills Progress, the 

Pittsburgh Post-Gazette and the Pittsburgh Tribune Review as the newspapers for 
legal notices.  The motion was adopted by unanimous roll call vote. 
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President Greco made appointments of representatives:  Turtle Creek Valley Council of 
Governments; Sylvia Martinelli and Frank Greco; Commissioner Liaison to Allegheny 
County Emergency Operations Center: Paul Padula; Woodland Hills Emergency Services 
Board:  Paul Padula; Three Rivers Wet Weather Demonstration Program (Eastern Basin 
Group):  William Wilson and Sharyn Fialla. 
 
(6-09) MOVED MARTINELLI-WILSON to appoint Constance McKeever to a three (3) 

year term on the Zoning Hearing Board.  The motion was adopted by unanimous 
roll call vote. 

 
(6-10) MOVED WILSON-MARTINELLI to appoint Mark Wolfgang and Joe Terry to 

five (5) year terms on the Planning Commission.  The motion was adopted by 
unanimous roll call vote. 

 
(6-11) MOVED FIALLA-WILSON to appoint Angie Gialloreto to a one (1) year term 

on the Vacancy Board.  The motion was adopted by unanimous roll call vote. 
 
(6-12) MOVED WILSON-PADULA to appoint Ron Puntil to a five (5) year term on the 

Industrial Development Authority.  The motion was adopted by unanimous roll 
call vote. 

 
COMMISSIONER’S COMMENTS: 
 
Mr. Padula thanked Mr. Wilson for serving as Board Chair for two years and Mr. Greco 
for serving as Vice-President.  Congratulated Mr. Greco and Mrs. Martinelli for their 
appointments as Chair and  Vice.

Mrs. Martinelli thanked the voters of Wilkins Township for re-electing Mr. Greco and 
Mr. Wilson to the Board.  This vote reaffirmed the support of the residents of the 
community for the Board of Commissioners.  Mrs. Martinelli thanked the voters for their 
continued support and thanked Mr. Wilson for his service.

Thanked the Civil Service Board members for volunteering their time to serve the 
Township and introduced the members of his family who were present in the audience.
